A Practical Halakhic Note from Rabbi Shmuel Herzfeld

This year the eve of Passover coincides with Shabbat (April 19).  The following procedures should therefore be followed:

1. 
The Fast of the Firstborn is observed on Thursday, April 17.  

We will have a siyyum in synagogue following the 6:30 am service.

2. 
The search for Chametz takes place on Thursday night, April 17.  

After the search the normal nullification (bittul) is recited.  (See Artscroll 
Siddur, p. 654.)  

3. 
On Friday morning, April 18, we burn the chametz as usual.  

The burning should be done by 12:00 pm.  We do not recite the final 
nullification at this time. (The reason for this custom is so that in future 
years one does not get confused about the proper time to burn chametz.)

4. 
On Friday, April 18, we will sell any chametz that will not be used on 
Shabbat to our neighbors, Michel and Billy Martin.  

5. 
For Shabbat it is advisable to prepare all food with Kosher for Pesach 
utensils.  However, since one is not allowed to eat matzah on the eve of 
Pesach, one should make ha-motzi over challah or egg matzah.  If one 
makes ha-motzi over challah, one should be careful not to let the crumbs 
of bread mix with the Pesach utensils.

6. 
On Shabbat morning, April 19, chametz may be eaten only until 10:53 
am.  It is also preferable not to egg matzah from this time on.

7. 
It is permitted to own chametz until 12:00 pm on Shabbat, April, 19.  
Thus, one should dispose all leftover chametz (it is not necessary to 
dispose egg matzah) before 12:00 pm by either flushing the crumbs down 
the toilet or taking the crumbs to a public garbage.  The final nullification 
is recited at this time.  (See Artscroll Siddur, p. 654.)

8. 
In order to make certain ha-motzi can be made before 10:53 am we will 
begin Shabbat services on April 19, at 7:30 am.   We will provide a light 
meal to be eaten in the synagogue before 10:53 am.

9. 
Preparations for the Seder should not begin until after Shabbat ends at 
8:34 pm.
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
